SEPTEMBER COUNCIL MEETING

President Laurel opened the September 18, 2011 meeting with all members present except
LaVonne. Bill Loosbrock was a guest. Laurel offered devotions.

August minutes and the Financial report were accepted.

Check book balance 7-31-2011  $3,127.95

Total Income $8,740.14

Total Expenses $9,509.97

Check book balance 8-31-2011  $2,358.12

Motion by Al, second by Carol, to transfer $7500 from undesignated fund to the general fund.
Council accepted the motion.

W/ELCA REPORT: Monies from the raffle were $1960 and the auction were $1700. A do-
nation of $2000 was received to be used for finishing the kitchen. More greeting cards were
bought and are for sale in the dining room. Huskie Cafe catered the Lil Holt memorial lunch
and W/ELCA furnished the dessert and beverages. Fall Gathering is Oct. 8 at Bethany Lutheran
Church, Remer.

WORSHIP REPORT: The doors of the sanctuary will be closed during worship hour to cut
down on noise. Sue Schmickle will be a "welcoming person" at Sunday services. All area
churches will join together at GCC on Oct. 30, for an evening Gospel Show. There will be
singing, visiting and a pot luck supper. Proceeds will go to the Helping Hands project. Polka
Service will be Oct. 23, with lunch following catered by the Huskie Cafe. We have two extra
pianos, one on loan from the Jacobson family and one for sale from the Westman family.

BUILDING REPORT: The final "walk through" and inspection will be done soon. Some ar-
eas of concern are loose strip under windows outside, knobs on sanctuary doors, noisy furnace,
carpet to be laid in Sunday School room, and charges on final payment. A large television has
been purchased and will be installed in the dining room. It will not be connected to cable, dish
or direct TV at this time. The stain glass window will be enclosed in a box and hung in the
sanctuary. A donation has been received to help with the cost of installing the window.

PASTOR REPORT: Snow removal bids are being accepted. A street light has been installed
by the driveway of the church. Memorials in Lil Holt's name have been received. Release time
begins Sept. 21 and Brown Bag Friday's Bible Study begins Sept. 23. Pastor Ryan has written
a church building-use policy for weddings held at GCC. Motion made and passed to accept the
policy. There will be a non-member wedding Oct. 22. Joint Council meeting Oct. 26 at Effie.

OLD & NEW BUSINESS: The food co-op will be distributing their food from GCC. Zona is
getting info on offering options. A Hunter’s Dinner was discussed and council voted to not
have a Hunter's Dinner. Ads will be in the Shopper for the Polka and Thanksgiving Services.

Council will meet Oct. 9th with Al giving devotions.
